Scholarship Conditions  

•	 Students can reapply for a scholarship for the following year by the date set.

•	 Continued involvement/representation/participation for the College. 

•	 Scholarship could be withdrawn during the year if conditions of attendance, enrolment compliance and good 

academic progress are not adhered to  

•	 Evidence is reviewed by the selection panel with the final decision resting with the Principal.
